FY 2008
53 (17%) of the 321 projects announced were 
international projects, direct foreign investment 
projects. These 53 projects create 7001 jobs (36% 
of the total) and $1.08 billion (33% of the total) 
investment.

48 (17%) of the 281 projects announced were 
international projects, direct foreign 
investment. These 48 projects will create 2836 
jobs (17% of the total) and $416 million (4% of the 
total) investment.
