than $6.78 million. Georgia ranked 6
th
 among U.S. states in exports to Belize.  Georgia led 

among states in exports of razor blades, machinery for working rubber, eggs, chemical 
products, and organic surf-act agents.  Georgia ranked 2

nd
 in exporting parts for typewriters, 

cereal/flour/starch and the state ranked 3
rd

 in exporting soap and lubricants. 
 
In 2009 Belize ranked 136

th
 among countries from which Georgia imports goods; our state 

ranked 11
th
 among U.S. states receiving imports from Belize with imports totaling close to 

$218 thousand.  Top imports included: wood/articles of wood, toys/games/sports equipment, 
and fruit/nuts.
