TRADE RELATIONSHIP 

 
In 2009, Nicaragua ranked 69

th
 among Georgia’s export destinations with exports totaling 

close to $39.5 million. Georgia ranked 5
th
 among U.S. states in exports to Nicaragua.  

Georgia led among states in exports of woven fabrics, paper/paperboard, and eggs.  Georgia 
ranked 2

nd
 in exporting mineral/chemical fertilizers and pneumatic tires, and the state ranked 

3
rd

 in exporting cotton and printing machinery. 
 
In 2009 Nicaragua ranked 28

th
 among countries from which Georgia imports goods; our state 

ranked 1
st
 among U.S. states receiving imports from Nicaragua with imports totaling close to 

$267.9 million.  Top imports included: apparel/clothing, sugars, fruit, and furniture/bedding.
