0.1% over 2009). The country is 52nd among Georgia’s top import markets. 
 

Top imports from Australia to Georgia include: meat; beverages and spirits; 
aircraft and spacecraft; nuclear reactors, boilers, and machinery; and plastics.  

 
CAPITAL INVESTMENT 
 
There are over 35 Georgia companies with operations in Australia. 

 
There are over 60 Australian facilities operating in Georgia, including 22 
manufacturing locations. The Australian-affiliated companies employ close 
to 3,190 Georgians.
