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GOVERNMENT & COMMERCE 
 
Atlanta is home to an Honorary Consulate of the Netherlands, where Ewoud N. 
Swaak serves as Honorary Consul.  The Honorary Consulate in Atlanta falls 
under the jurisdiction of the Consulate General of the Netherlands in Miami. 
 
The Netherlands-American Chamber of Commerce of the Southeast is also 
located in Atlanta.  The Netherlands-American Chamber is an initiative to 
encourage, support and promote trade and investment relationships between 
The Netherlands and the United States.  The Chamber is led by president 
Richard Sheinis. 
 

The Netherlands Foreign Investment Agency (NFIA) is located in Atlanta.  The 
NFIA is a government agency that facilitates North American companies’ direct 
investments in the Netherlands. Allison Turner serves as Area Director for the 
Southern United States. 
 
TRADE RELATIONSHIP 
 
In 2008 The Netherlands was Georgia’s 7th largest export destination. Georgia 
leads among U.S. States in exports to the Netherlands of non-railway vehicles, 
photographic and cinematographic goods, carpets and other textile floor 
coverings, manmade staple fibers, and fertilizers. Georgia ranks 2nd in salt, 
sulfur, earth, and stone; miscellaneous textile articles, and glass and glassware 
and 3rd in exports of miscellaneous chemical products and wood pulp. Georgia 
exported $940 million worth of goods to the Netherlands in 2008. 
 
The Port Authority of Savannah ranked 7th among states receiving imports from 
the Netherlands in 2008.  Top imports include: organic chemicals, machinery, 
mineral fuel, oil, etc., beverages, and aircraft and spacecraft.  The Port 
Authority of Savannah received imports totaling more than $888 million.
