Turner Studios Design department played off of Gatorade’s “Is it in you?” 
ad campaign that features athletes against a black background dripping with 
neon sweat. Director Ken Horstmann and art director Paul Markowski shot 

the basketball scene on 35mm film, with the set and talent doused with water to match Gatorade’s sweaty style.
Designer Angella Thompson used Photoshop, Illustrator and After Effects to enhance the film footage. The concept 

called for a gritty, urban feel that was created with a variety of light flares and grainy textures. GCI artist Glenn Bundes-
mann incorporated 3D animation to achieve splashy effects such as a spinning basketball bouncing into a pool of Gato-
rade.

Under the micro-
scope of a probing FBI investigation 
and her own painstaking introspec-
tion, Eileen too is a victim. Mean-
while, Wayne with his fate resting 
in the hands of a kidnapper (Willem 
Dafoe) who has nothing to lose and 
everything to gain, finds himself in 
the most important negotiation ever 
— for his life.

The original story was conceived 
by Brugge and first-time screenwriter 
Justin Haythe who wrote the screen-
play. Palmer West and Jonah Smith 
(The United States of Leland, Requiem for 
a Dream) produced through their com-
pany Thousand Words, along with 
Brugge. The Clearing marked the sec-
ond time Redford (The Legend of Bagger 
Vance) has filmed in Georgia and the 
third return to the state for Brugge 
(Glory, Consenting Adults). The Clearing 
will open in theaters in 2004. 

The Georgia Film, Video & Music office was represented at the event by 
office director Greg Torre, location liaison Lee Thomas and project manager Ali-
son Fibben. The Atlanta contingent attending the event included Shay Griffin of 
the Georgia Production Partnership (GPP); Brian Newman and Mark Wynns of 
IMAGE; Paul Lombardi and Scott Tigchelaar of Riverwood Studios; and James 
Ponsoldt, Beyond Ila, screenwriter and winner of the 2003 Perfect Pitch contest.

In an effort to identify and showcase some of the Peach State’s untapped 
writing talent, the Georgia Film, Video & Music Office and IMAGE Film & 
Video, a not-for-profit organization dedicated to supporting media arts, created 
the Perfect Pitch contest to give local screenwriters the opportunity to present 
their project ideas to industry representatives.

“Our Perfect Pitch contest is a terrific way for local screenwriters to gain ex-
posure and to practice pitching their ideas to producers and Los Angeles-based 
decision-makers,” said Greg Torre, director of the Georgia Film, Video & Music 
Office. “Writers from every corner of the state have the opportunity to partici-
pate in the contest with the goal of their project eventually being picked up and 
produced here.”
