All estimates of the economic impact of travel contained in this volume are the prodii&. of
Travel Associatiols Travel Economic Impact Model (TEIM), a proprietary economic model
developed expressly to indicate the expenditures, employment, payrdlltaanrevenue
generated by travel away from home in the United States.

The Travel Economic Impact Model (TEIM) was initially developed in 1975 for the U.S.
Department of the Interior to indicate the economic value of travel and tourism to states and
courties. The original TEIM has been revised substantially based upon more accurate and
targeted input data available from governments and the private sector.

The domestic component of TEIM is based on national surveys conductedSbyTravel
Associationand other travetelated data developed hyS. Travel Associatigrnvarious federal
agencies and national travel organizations each year. A summary of the methodology is
provided inAppendix A.

Other
estimates of the economic impact of international visitors to the U.S. are generated by the TEIM

U.S. residents traveling in Georgia includes both state residents aafistate visitors traveling

away from home overnight in paid accommodationsproiday or overnight trips to places 50
miles or more away from home. Travel commuting to and from work; travel by those operating
an airplane, bus, truck, train or other form of common carrier transportation; military travel on
active duty; and travel bytisdents away at school are all excluded from the model. In addition,
the payroll and employment estimates represent impact generated in the private sector and
exclude publiesupported payroll and employment.

Since additional data relating to tra\ald is economic impact in 2008&8ill become available
subsequent to this study,S. Travel Associatiomeserves the right to revise these estimates in
the future.

TRAVEL IMPACT ON U.S . ECONOMY - 2008

The U.S. economexperienced a challenging year in 2008. Real GDP in chained 2005 dollars
increasedonly 0.4 percent ove2007, the lowest annual rate of GDP growth since 19%alR
disposablepersonalincome was up 0.5 percent over the previous year, wrel@ personal
consumption expenditures decreased Opercent from 200 Annual average nofarm
employment in the U.S. decreased 532,000 to 137.1 million, down 0.4 percent from 2007. The
national unemployment rate increased in 2008, up to 5.8 percent compared to tmat@@d7

4.6 percent. Traveyener at ed empl oyment remai ned at 200
employment declined significantly from September to December in 2008. The Consumer Price
Index (CPI), an indicator of the level of price inflation, was upp@&&ent in 2008, while the U.S.
Travel Associationds Travel Price I ndex incr.
current account deficit decreased to $706.1 billion in 2008, down 2.8 percent from 2007. The

U.S. travel industry (excluding pasgem fares) generated more than $30.3 billion trade surplus

for the country in 2008, an increase of 46.6 percent from the previous year.

U.S. Travel Volume in 20®

In 2008, total U.Sdomestic persctrips were down 2.0 percent compared to 2007. International
visitors to the U.S. increased 4 percent in 2008 to 58 million. Among the international visitors,
overseas visitors were up 6 percent to 25.3 million, Canadian visitors inciepseckent to 18.9
million, but Mexican visitors decreased 4 percent to 13.7 million. The volume of overseas
travelers to the U.S. in 2008 remained 2 percent lower than its historical record set in 2000.

Travel Expenditures in 208

Total direct traveler xpenditures, includinghe spending of botldomestic and international
visitors, increased 4.7 percent to $77Ah#lion (in current or nominal dollarsjn 2008
Calculated in chained 2000 dollars (i.e., adjusted for inflation), however, total diredetrave
expenditures actually declined 1.1 percent be
increased 6.7 percent while business traveler spending was up 0.9 percent. Business travel,
including travel for meetings/conventions and other busirasposes, was much more
negatively affected than was leisure travel in 2008. Declining business profits, higher rates of
unemployment, changes in corporate travel policies, technological advances that offer
alternatives to travel and other political com=eall combined to make business traveind
especially meeting/eventslated travet the most vulnerable sector in the U.S. travel industry in
2008. Spending by meetings/convention travelers declined 1.5 percent in 2008.

Domestic travel expenditurés current dollargose3.3 percent tatotal $662.4 billion in 2008.

This increase reflects the inflation in travel prices, especially in the cost of gasoline prices,
experienced throughout much of 2008. Declines in travel volume and changes in thigatrips
were taken toward traveling closer to home and spending less at the destination, resulted in
domestic travel spending experiencing itsvést rate of growth since 2003Vorsening
conditions, however, suggest that domestic travel expenditures wallgadecline in 2009, now
forecasted to be down 8pkrcentas compared to 2008 and totaling $608.5 billion.

is projected to decline 12.9 percent in 2009 to total $96.2 billion.

The U.S. curreniccount deficit thecombined balances on trade in goods and services, income,
and net unilateral current transferdecreased to $706.1 billian 2008 from $726.6 billion in

2007. As one of the largest service exports, U.S. international travel receiglisdiig
passengeiareg generated nearla $29.4billion trade surplus for the country in 2008.

Approximately 532,000 jobs were eliminated in the 4femm sector in 2008, a 0.4 percent
decreasefrom 2007, according to the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS). The national
unemployment rate rose from 4.6 percent in 2007 to 5.8 percent in 2008. Total domestic and

Travel expendituresare assumed to take place wheneaeravelerexchanges money for an

activity considered part ohis/her trip. Travel expenditures are allocated among states by
simulating where the exchange of money for goods or services actually took place. By their
nature, some travel expenditures are assumeddor @t the traveler's origin, some at his/her
destination and some en route. With the exception of expenses for air, interstdsesraild

APPENDIX A: TRAVEL E CONOMIC IMPACT MODEL
Introduction

The Travel Economic Impact Model (TEIM) was developed by the Research Departide®t at
Travel Associatior{fformerly known as the U.S. Travel Data Centerprtovide annual estimates

of the impact of the travel activity of U.S. residents on national, state and county economies in
this country. It is a disaggregated model comprised of 16 travel categories. The TEIM estimates
travel expenditures and the resujtibusiness receipts, employment, personal income, and tax
receipts generated by these expenditures.

The TEIM has the capability of estimating the economic impact of various types of travel, such
as business and vacation, by transport mode and type ahemamtations used, and other trip

and traveler characteristics. The County Impact Component of the TEIM allows estimates of the
economic impact of travel at the county and city level.

Definition of Terms

There is no commonly accepted definition of travel in use at this time. For the purposes of the
estimates hereirtravel is defined as activities associated with all overnight trips away from
home in paid accommodations and day or overnight trips togE@eniles or more, one way,

from the traveler's origin.

The wordtourismis avoided in this report because of its vague meaning. Some define tourism
as all travel away from home while others use the dictionary definition that limits tourism to
persondor pleasure travel.

Thetravel industry as used herein, refers to the collection of 16 types of businesses that provide
goods and services to the traveler or potential traveler at the retail level (see Glossary of Terms).
With the exception of Amtraland second home ownership and rental, these business types are
defined by the Office of Management and Budget in the 1997 North American Industry
Classification System (NAICS) and well as in its predecessor, the 1987 Standard Industrial
Classification Systm (SIC). In each case, the relevant NAICS and SIC codes are included.

A travel expenditures assumed to take place whenever a traveler exchanges money for an
activity considered part of his/her trip. Total travel expenditures are separated inteddiea
representing traveler purchases of goods and services at the retail level. One category, travel
agents, receives no travel expenditures as these purchases are allocated to the category (i.e. air
transportation) actually providing the final good service to the traveler. Travel expenditures

are allocated among states by simulating where the exchange of money for goods or service
actually took place. By their nature, some travel expenditures are assumed to occur at the
traveler's origin, some atdiher destination, and some enroute.

Economic impadis represented by measures of spending, employment, payroll, business receipts
and tax revenues generated by traveler spendiayroll includes all forms of compensation,
